summary of disaster (date, place, and an overview), a brief outline of damage situation, and
link information categorized by reports/articles, geographical data information, emergency
relief information, urgent reports from supporting members of ADRC and picture information.
In addition, the database provides a new function using “VENTEN”- Internet-based GIS for
disaster management which allows users to jump to the map information of the affected areas.

The database provides information of more than 700 disasters in the world as of the end of
March 2004.

2-3-4. Multilanguage Disaster Reduction Glossary

A multi-language glossary on
disaster reduction (Japanese,
English, Spanish, French and e
Chinese) was compiled through the e
activities of the United Nation’s
IDNDR launched in 1990. To make
the glossary available for a wider
range of individuals, ADRC has
been providing a 4-language
translation service except Chinese
on its homepage.
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Multi-language Glossary on Natural Disasters
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With the addition of the Korean
language to the existing 5-language
glossary, the Korean and Chinese
glossary database was completed in
2002. Thus, a 6-language glossary is
now available on the ADRC website.
As for the Korean language, all the
terms in the database were
proofread by Dr. Dugkeun Park, a senior analyst of the National Institute for Disaster
